Subject Group Requirements 

Between now and graduation, you must select 6 credit hours from each of the three Subject 

Groupings: Social Science, Languages and Humanities, and Life and Physical Science. You 

are encouraged to begin fulfilling these Subject Groupings in your first year, but consider 

your intended major, interests, and strengths when selecting your first-year courses. If, for 

example, you anticipate difficulties in completing the Life and Physical Science requirement 

simultaneously with the Language requirement, we recommend that you delay completion of 

the Life and Physical Science requirement until a subsequent year.  

Tip: Some subjects appear in more than one box. For example, History is considered either a 

Social Science or a Humanity. If you use History as a Social Science, you will need to select a 

different subject from the Languages and Humanities subject grouping.
